The Exhibitor expressly releases Pierian Spring Foundation, Inc., its directors, officers, agents and employees.

Cancellation Clause 

Exhibitor may cancel this agreement on written notice to the Vendor Chair, received on or before May 14, 2017 for an 80% refund. A 60% refund will be given until June 14, 2017. A 30% refund will be given until July 2, 2017, and then no refunds given after that.

Force Majeure 

Neither party will have any liability to the other for any delays or failure of performance resulting from acts beyond its control, including, but not limited to, fire, communication lines failures, power failures, hurricanes or other natural disasters; strikes, lockouts, riots, acts of war or other man-made disasters; epidemics; critical illness; and government regulations superimposed after the fact.
Errors and Omissions
